Typically, an editor’s letter consists of three main parts: the introduction, main paragraph, and
conclusion.

Your letter’s introduction can be a brief greeting, polite establishment of your purpose, or a
background explanation. The main paragraph should contain the most important points of your
message, while the conclusion summarizes your ideas and may also include a closing statement
or salutation.

Regardless of your reason for writing, remember to stay organized and plan your letter's contents
before publishing the magazine.
